He was in a coma for more than a week.

Thanks to the care he received from the
volunteers who first went to his aid, the
former CNS pupil is now making a
remarkable recovery.

This week his father; Colin, handed over
£1,500 to the SOS Bus Project, money he and
his colleagues at NatWest had raised as a
way of saying thank you. We would also like
to thank the team for the work they are
doing - they really are making a difference.
